Established in 1931, our objective is to promote safe shooting in a healthy and friendly environment.

Our Club is a 20-yard indoor range that will accommodate, most pistol calibers, 22 rifle, air pistol and air rifle, and is approved by the Chief Firearms Officer of Ontario.

Our Club is accessible 24/7 to members who have attained “Key-Holder Status”, with a number of time slots allocated to practice, rental and competition. 
It is also important to note: that we are a Volunteer, Self Help CLUB.
That being, we expect and encourage all members to participate in maintaining the property and building, participate in improving their skills, participate in mentoring, Range Officer and Instructor Programs and participate in our league shooting.

OSRC offers a great skills bank on which to draw.

Our senior members are both knowledgeable and skilled and ready to offer assistance. 

Closed Circuit Surveillance Video is used at this facility.
New Membership Applications are reviewed at the monthly Board meetings.
Currently we are below our maximum Limit of 150 members, determined by our by-laws.

When our membership limit is reached, we continue to accept applications. They will be reviewed and kept on file, in the order they are received.
The Board of Directors considers applications in the same order received. 
Please complete the application completely and legibly.

We have developed a Orientation Session where you will be afforded a look around, meet our Range Safety Officer (RSO) , be more informed as to our rules of operation and have an opportunity to shoot a Club Members .22 cal. Hand gun.
After which, you will be contacted for a payment of dues after have been considered for approval.

We do accept applicants without a R-PAL but traditionally new members have already achieved their Restricted Firearms Status, making membership at the OSRC much easier.

(If there are cars in the lot, drop in. we do not have a mail slot.)

If you are new to the sport, there are lots of rules, skills and procedures to learn pertaining to restricted firearm use and the use of the club/range facilities. 
You are required, (as everyone before you) to complete a period of training, and minimum three months probation, (can be longer). At our Club Level Safety Course you learn the required information as new member of our organization.  Please attend as soon as a course comes available.

The Range Safety Office or Club Level Trainer will contact you shortly, with the date of the next course.

You will be required to successfully complete a written and practical examination based on the contents of the package. As well, firearms and range safety training will be provided. The Club's Range Safety Officer, Club Trainers, as well as club members, will assist you in learning what is required to complete your training, and probation period. 
Effective January 11th. 2018, all new members must demonstrate satisfactorily their proficiency with .22 caliber handguns to our Range Safety Officer (RSO), currently Paul Glendenning, before firing centre-fire caliber firearms at our facility.
Your previous experience and proficiency level will determine the length of your probationary period. 

Near the end of your training, and probation, you will be required to demonstrate the safe use and handling of firearms, knowledge of range safety, and knowledge of the laws relating to firearms use and ownership. The club's Range Safety Officer, with the Board of Directors input, will decide on your acceptability to become a regular member in good standing in the club.


Once a member in good standing, you may request to be considered for the status of Key Holder. If approved by the Board of Directors, and having taken our Key-Holder/RSO Course and you agree to the conditions of the Key Holder Agreement, your key will allow entry whenever the facility is available to you. 
Your signature will also serve as verification that you are aware of all Range Safety Rules and procedures and that you will follow and enforce these rules, all the while helping to maintain and keep our Club Property Secure.

Key Holder Status can be revoked at any time.
